GRADE APPEAL INSTRUCTIONS

Before a formal grievance can be filed with the Academic Appeals Board, the student must seek resolution
first with the instructor; if not resolved at this level, discussion must take place with the department chair. If
not resolved at this level, a final discussion with the collegiate dean. Signature and date required at each
level on the grade appeal form.

DEADLINES:
A grievance by the student must be initiated with the instructor within the first twenty (20) days of the
semester immediately following the term during which the incident or grievance is alleged to have
occurred, exclusive of summer session.
Discussions with the appropriate chair and dean must take place within ten (10) days of the initial
discussion with the instructor.
Once all means of informal resolution on the collegiate level have been exhausted, the student should
present a completed grade appeal form with supporting documentation including the course syllabus,
to the Registrar within fifteen (15) days of the initial discussion with the instructor.
The Board will convene the committee within twenty (20) days of the receipt of the grade appeal form.

Can a student bring representation to the hearing?
The student may elect to choose a university advisor(s) for the purposes of collecting data and/or
PAGEGYRYO 1A SYESISEZAL € DZEWKZY 42 456 dZAIE The student can be accompanied by their university
advisor(s) during the appeal.
